words in literary journals and also republished two collections in book form These volumes treated such subjects as
Americanism in literature and the American Revolution in South Carolina Yet as part two of Selected Reviews demonstrates
Simms ranged much more widely in the intellectual milieu Such cultural and political topics as the 1848 revolution in France
the history of the literary essay the roles of women in the American Revolution and the activities of the southern convention

Nakamura contrasts Simms historical romances with those of Hawthorne as representative of the New England romance
tradition to differentiate the ways in which the two writers interpret the dynamic between the individual and society
Nakamura finds that Simms protagonists struggle to establish their places within their culture while Hawthorne s characters
are often at odds with their culture The resulting comparison enriches our understanding of both writers To illustrate his
point further Nakamura discusses Simms Martin Faber in terms of individualism transformed into dangerous egocentrism He
also examines Simms conservative views on the progress of American civilization in his Revolutionary War and border



romances and explores Simms attitudes toward conflicts with Native American cultures in his colonial romances Nakamura
concludes that while effectively employing the tradition of Sir Walter Scott s historical romance Simms used the genre as a
vehicle for advocating the merits of social order as a Southern conservative answer to Northern bourgeois romanticism
which celebrates individualism as key to the possibility of human progress A Disturbing and Alien Memory Douglas L.
