country is taking a 40 billion gamble on whether moving the capital will help alleviate the problems of Jakarta and provide
other benefits such as balancing economic development The site chosen for Nusantara is near the coast of Borneo close to
the provincial capital of East Kalimantan and in an area with rapid economic growth due to energy and mineral extraction
Purpose built capitals have a poor record of achieving their ambitions they often end up as soulless monuments to oppressive
regimes They are also both a symptom and a driver of bad government by leaders who become isolated from their people Will
the remoteness of Nusantara cut Indonesians off from the leaders at a time when their quality of democracy is in decline As
the world s largest Muslim country and the third largest democracy it is a question that matters beyond its shores Nusantara
