into the Hills Bank and Trust company and shot a banker to death in the lobby before taking shots at neighbors killing one of
them and then killing himself The unwritten subtext of this little pamphlet was beware If bankers failed to adapt to changing
circumstances the next desperate farmer might be shooting This was Iowa in the 1980s The state was at the epicenter of a
nationwide agricultural collapse unmatched since the Great Depression In When a Dream Dies Pamela Riney Kehrberg
