prudence with Divine Providence but he does so obliquely While focusing exclusively upon a court which prizes worldly
action he sustains his contrast through a series of ironical allusions to Scripture Beginning with a prologue on the problems
raised by structural and theatrical interpretations of Bertram s role Haley goes on to introduce his concept of reflexivity by
