more than just an intellectual sense or dictionary definition How words mean for us is rooted in our way of existing in the



world They have to take on our own flesh and dwell in and with us in order to realize their full potential to signify This fact is
conveyed poetically by the doctrine of the Incarnation that is clairvoyantly and beautifully expressed in the Gospel of John CB
