suppress aboriginal institutions a period of integration in which it was thought that the policy could be achieved through
disregarding the aboriginal existence and the present period in which the policy is being reversed as aboriginal people re
establish control of their own social policy As well as providing comprehensive and comparative data on the conduct of the
policy of assimilation the book provides a series of accounts of the reasons given for the policy in each period These lead to
an analysis of the origins of the policy within the immigrant societies of the British Commonwealth and of the reasons for its
