literal level of conviviality in the philosophical dialogue of the symposium and in the intuitive dialectic of Socratic
contemplation In Rabelais s view man can achieve self knowledge only through reasonable control and by actively
establishing a balance with society nature and God The magus may diabolically use the sciences of astrology magic alchemy
and the Cabala in an attempt to subject the world to his own will or he may achieve unity with himself and his total
environment by restoring in himself the harmonious order he finds in the cosmos In an appendix Professor Masters examines
the continuity of the several themes of the Platonic Hermetic tradition as they occur in the five books of the Rabelaisian
corpus He concludes as two corollaries of the main thesis that their constant recurrence demonstrates the thematic unity of
the five books and the authenticity of Book Five Ideas and Ideals in the North European Renasissance Frances A.
