DiNardo,2005 It seemed that whenever Mussolini acted on his own it was bad news for Hitler Indeed the Fuhrer s relations
with his Axis partners were fraught with an almost total lack of coordination Compared to the Allies the coalition was hardly
an alliance at all Focusing on Germany s military relations with Italy Romania Hungary and Finland Richard DiNardo
unearths a wealth of information that reveals how the Axis coalition largely undermined Hitler s objectives from the Eastern
