runs backwards that is to say from right to left the difficulty of reading direct from the writing is not insuperable This obvious
peculiarity in the writing is not however by any means the only obstacle in the way of mastering the text Leonardo made use
of an orthography peculiar to himself he had a fashion of amalgamating several short words into one long one or again he
would quite arbitrarily divide a long word into two separate halves added to this there is no punctuation whatever to regulate
the division and construction of the sentences nor are there any accents and the reader may imagine that such difficulties
were almost sufficient to make the task seem a desperate one to a beginner It is therefore not surprising that the good
