Revolution on whaling ships in the south Atlantic and northern Pacific during the 1840s at Mormon Kirtland Far West and
Nauvoo during the turbulent and often bloody events of the 1830s and 1840s in the earliest Mormon experiments with
polygamy almost all of the author s ancestors were polygamists in San Francisco and Sacramento during the earliest stages
of the California Gold Rush in the immigrant ships filled with Mormon converts crossing the Atlantic in the wagon trains
carrying the saints across the plains to Salt Lake City during the establishment of the Mormon Church in Hawaii in the early
1850s in the first haltering steps toward elementary and higher education in Utah during the Mormon War with the U S army
in Utah in 1857 58 in the operation of the early Salt Lake Theater in the building of the transcontinental railroad across Utah
in 1869 in the settlement of the wild four corners area during the 1880s and 1890s in the rather secret and somewhat
underhanded process by which Utah became a state and in the pioneer settlement of southern Idaho in the early 1900s The
