trapper from Quebec Sacagawea happened to be in the right place at the right time for the legendary Lewis and Clark
expedition which set off for the Pacific coast after President Thomas Jefferson negotiated the Louisiana Purchase with France
The young Shoshone girl acted as a guide and interpreter for the expedition helping it safely travel thousands of miles west
