Reds or Rackets? Howard Kimeldorf,1988-11-04 Why is the American working class different For generations scholars
and activists alike have wrestled with this question with an eye to explaining why workers in the United States are not more
like their radicalized European counterparts Approaching the question from a different angle Reds or Rackets provides a
fascinating examination of the American labor movement from the inside out as it were by analyzing the divergent sources of
radicalism and conservatism within it Kimeldorf focuses on the political contrast between East and West Coast longshoremen
from World War I through the early years of the Cold War when the difference between the two unions was greatest He
