Benjamin Roman Jakobson and Gilles Deleuze He starts by acknowledging that per the important work of Darko Suvin to
situate science fiction critically the genre is premised on cognitive estrangement But he is not interested in the specific nuts
and bolts of science fiction as it exists but rather how science fiction has created a model not only for other poets but also for
musicians and landscape artists Golston s critical lens moves around quite a bit but he begins with familiar enough subjects
Edgar Rice Burroughs Mina Loy William S Burroughs From there he moves into more alien terrain Ed Dorn s long poem
Gunslinger the discombobulated work of Clark Coolidge Sun Ra Ornette Coleman and Jimi Hendrix all come under
consideration The result of Golston s restless rich scholarship is the first substantial monograph on science fiction and avant
garde poetics using Russian Formalism Frankfurt School dialectics and Deleuzian theory to show how the avant garde
inherently follows the parameters of sci fi in both theme and form   Postindian Aesthetics Debra K. S. Barker,Connie A.
