enthusiasm Dissatisfied with his music s reception in Paris and homesick for Russia Prokofiev in 1936 made the controversial
decision to move with his wife and two sons to Moscow just as Josef Stalin s purges were intensifying Until 1938 he
continued to tour abroad In Moscow and Leningrad Prokofiev worked with brilliant artists including film director Sergei
Eisenstein for whom he wrote the scores toAlexander Nevsky and Ivan the Terrible pianist Sviatoslav Richter cellist Mstislav
Rostropovich and ballerina Galina Ulanova who danced the role of Juliet in Romeo and Juliet But life was difficult during
World War II Prokofiev and his second wife were evacuated to Central Asia Even so he managed to compose his gigantic
