Lamp the first work for which Hall was known as simply Radclyffe Hall The Well of Loneliness the most important novel of
Hall s career was published in 1928 to immediate sensation and controversy It is Hall s most direct artistic expression of her
own personal sexual orientation After the controversy of The Well of Loneliness Hall would publish only two more novels The
Master of the House in 1932 and The Sixth Beatitude in 1936 She also released a collection of short stories Miss Ogilvy Finds
Herself in 1934 After years spent travelling in Italy and France and a series of long lasting affairs with other women of which
Troubridge was apparently aware Hall retired with Troubridge to Rye a small town in East Sussex Hall suffering from
tuberculosis underwent surgeries on her eyes and she thereafter had difficulty reading and writing On October 7 1943
Radclyffe Hall died from colon cancer at the age of sixty three She is buried in Highgate Cemetery in London near the
