praxes of continuity on which his oeuvre depends ruptures the works at various strategic points In a chapter entitled
Romantic Interruptions works of Nerval and the younger Dumas seemingly unrelated to the realist project are shown to be
marked by the ideological representational and semiotic assumptions that produced Balzac The book concludes with Flaubert
looking both at how Flaubert incessantly makes things unfit and how critics even the most perspicacious postmodern ones
often try to smooth over the permanent crisis of rupture that is the sign of Flaubert s writing   Birth and Death in
