Frye carefully shows how the naturalist idea has matured in the context of modernity and postmodernity particularly in its
relationship with the American South and West regions that each inspired a distinct phase of McCarthy s long career In his
novels and plays McCarthy engages both explicitly and obliquely with the project of Manifest Destiny both in the western
drama of Blood Meridian and the twentieth century settings of TVA era Knoxville in the Tennessee novels and the atomic
