there are treaties still in full force unless changed by the specific Indian tribe and the U S government many have been
abrogated at the government s convenience resulting in numerous lawsuits with some significant settlements in money and
rights for the Indian people The government has admitted that terms of treaties have not been upheld and that over the
centuries documents were lost or destroyed Some tribes and or their languages and cultures have ceased to exist Yet Native
