more of a diplomat than military tactician was misunderstood and misrepresented by Americans because his people were
misunderstood as well By the middle of the 19th century the Nez Perc was one of the strongest Native American groups in
the Pacific Northwest and they had maintained friendly relations with American settlers for several decades Lewis and Clark
had considered them so friendly and reliable that they left their horses with the Nez Perc as they loaded onto canoes and
