cross was laid upon the breast The Mysteries of the Jews were identical with those of Pagan Greeks who took them from the
Egyptians who borrowed them from the Chaldaeans who got them from the Aryans who inherited them from the Atlanteans
and so on But what Gods and Angels had revealed exoteric religions beginning with that of Moses reviled reveiled and hid for
ages from the sight of the world The lure of lucre was the final nail in the coffin of the Eleusinia An Athenian demagogue and
