perspective of The Excursion and shows how the later poem attempts to value the ordinary rather than the poetic mind The
conclusion reached is that Wordsworth is not just the egotistical poet of The Prelude interested largely in the development of
his own imaginative powers but one who goes on to explore the limits of subjectivity and the importance of different kinds of
