community by within two generations most industry had left Harrisburg and its economic base was shifting toward white

markets Because the new factories did not compete with local crafts few displaced artisans became factory hands At the
same time an adequate supply of local native born workers forestalled an influx of immigrants so Harrisburg experienced
little ethnic hostility Ultimately therefore Eggert concludes that the introduction of an industrial order was much less
disruptive in Harrisburg than in the major industrial sites primarily because it did not alter so profoundly the existing
