from 1870 to 1920 Retreating Confederate soldiers had started fires that destroyed the city in 1865 but by 1870 the former
capital of the Confederacy was on the road to recovery from war and reconstruction reestablishing itself as an important
manufacturing and trade center The city s size diversity and economic position at the time not only allows for comparisons to
both Northern and Southern cities but also permits an analysis of the role of groups other than the elite in city building

like a biblical Solomon but with great showmanship The Police Court attracted many tourists and some of Virginia s literary
figures cut their teeth writing newspaper coverage of the proceedings vying with each other for the most hilarious slant What
emerges from the public record is an amusing and touching picture of what life was really like in the post Reconstruction
urban South The South at Work William Garrott Brown,2014-07-10 In 1904 William Garrott Brown traveled the
American South investigating the region s political economic and social conditions Using the pen name Stanton Brown
