determines self understanding but also how it determines self experience or in other words the way it feels to be a self in this
cultural and historical context That feeling is fundamentally terror and the context is still in many ways our own The book
demonstrates that Nerval s works constitute an aesthetic resistance to that ideology of terror and as such helped open the
way for the ethical models of subjectivity that will appear in Kristeva Aulagnier and Levinas Although for two centuries social
theoretical and aesthetic forces have coerced individuals into experiencing the world through the morbid filter of their own
absolute destruction the author argues through Nerval for the possibility of an alternate open ended model of experience
based on the libidinization of language itself
