any great degree of abstemiousness These successive acts of exclusion have made it possible to present a fairly complete
history of each of the hymns translated The employment of the hymns in the Atharvanic practices is in closer touch with the
original purpose of the composition or compilation of the hymns than is true in the case of the other collections of Vedic
hymns Many times though by no means at all times the practices connected with a given hymn present the key to the correct
interpretation of the hymn itself In any case it is instructive to see what the Atharvan priests did with the hymns of their own
school even if we must judge their performances to be secondary I do not consider any translation of the AV at this time as
