The Family of Man is the most widely seen exhibition in the history of photography The book of the exhibition still in print is
also the most commercially successful photobook ever published First shown at the Museum of Modern Art in New York in
1955 the exhibition travelled throughout the United States and to forty six countries and was seen by over nine million
people Edward Steichen conceived curated and designed the exhibition He explained its subject as the everydayness of life
and the essential oneness of mankind throughout the world The exhibition was a statement against war and the conflicts and

sermons and assemblies Lawson shows how citizens and organizations constructed a new kind of nationalism based on a
nation of Americans rather than a union of states a European styled nationalism grounded in history and tradition and
