reason the laws ideals institutions and principles that would bolster that happiness This attempt leads to a philosophy which
can be named Western But can the goal of Life be just this to struggle amidst the waves of joy and grief that rise and fall in
this visible objective world to be carried along the current of desire gathering food shelter comfort and pleasure and finally
to flounder into the jaws of death Consider what is happening now in the name of progress art is degraded into immoral and
sensuous entertainment educational advance results not in advance of humility and reverence but in rampant indiscipline
arrogance and irreverence The emphasis long placed on the development of character and the promotion of virtue through
education has now been dropped In their place are enthroned as ideals worldly success self aggrandisement and high living
Laws rules and regulations are multiplying fast but there is no sign of unrighteousness and injustice being diminished Greed
