remarkable individual prisoners at other times by groups like the Black Muslims or the San Quentin chapter of the Black
Panther Party But most often resistance grew from much wider sources and in quiet corners from dozens of political study
groups throughout the prison from an underground San Quentin newspaper and from covert attempts to organize a prisoners
union The book traces the rise and fall of the prisoners movement ending with the inevitably bloody confrontation between
prisoners and the state and the subsequent prison administration crackdown The author examines the efforts of prison staff
to augment other methods of inmate management by attempting to modify convict ideology by means of bibliotherapy and
communication control and describes convict resistance to these attempts as control He also discusses how Bay Area political
