if every instant he expected to be set upon by an enemy He was a priest and a murderer and the man for whom he looked
was sooner or later to murder him and hold the priesthood in his stead Such was the rule of the sanctuary A candidate for the
priesthood could only succeed to office by slaying the priest and having slain him he held office till he was himself slain by a
