freedmen converted their skills and knowledge of sugar production their awareness of how easily they could disrupt the
sugar plantation routine and their political empowerment during Radical Reconstruction into leverage that they used in
disputes with planters over wages hours and labor conditions Thus sugar planters far from being omnipotent overlords who
dictated terms to workers were forced to adjust to an emerging labor market as well as to black political power The labor
arrangements particular to postbellum sugar plantations not only propelled the freedmen s political mobilization during
Radical Reconstruction Rodrigue shows but also helped to sustain black political power at least for a few years beyond
Reconstruction s demise in 1877 By showing that freedmen under the proper circumstances were willing to consent to wage
