with those close ties came an increasing dependence on European guns tools and liquor at the expense of the older way of
life The English defeat of the French in 1759 changed the nature of Ojibwa society as did the Beaver War better known as the
Pontiac Uprising they fought against the English a few years later In his account of that war Schmalz offers a new
assessment of the role of Pontiac and the Toronto chief Wabbicommicot The fifty years following the Beaver War brought
bloodshed and suffering at the hands of the English and United Empire Loyalists The reserve system and the establishment of
special schools intended to destroy the Indian culture and assimilate the Ojibwa into mainstream society failed to meet those
objectives The twentieth century has seen something of an Ojibwa renaissance Schmalz shows how Ojibwa participation in
two world wars led to a desire to change conditions at home Today the Ojibwa are gaining some control over their children s
