opened at the Philadelphia Museum of Art and later traveled to the Museum of Fine Arts Boston and the Saint Louis Art
Museum The last major exhibition of Strands work Paul Strand circa 1916 was organized in 1998 by the Metropolitan
Museum of Art and later traveled to the San Francisco Museum of Modern Art His work has been the subject of many
