These enlisted personnel were unreliable emotional lacked capacity to understand or remember orders or instructions were
particularly susceptible to mass psychology and moods lacked mechanical aptitude were suspicious of strange officers
disliked receiving orders of any kind particularly from white officers or petty officers and were inclined to look for and make
an issue of discrimination Because of the level of intelligence and education of the enlisted personnel it was impracticable to
train them by any method other than by actual demonstration Many of the men were incapable of reading and understanding
the most simple directions T he officers at Port Chicago have realized for a long time the necessity for great effort on their
part because of the poor quality of the personnel with which they had to work They worked loyally conscientiously
intelligently and effectively to make themselves competent officers and to solve the problem of loading ships safely with the
men provided In reality it was not the mental incapacity of the sailors but the unsafe conditions they were exposed to that
