by Pindar s patrons lift mortals to god like status that such remarkably successful mortals run the risk of behaving more like
gods than like humans and that it is such presumptuous behaviour that invites the phthonos of the gods Study of the early



pre Pindaric use of phthon words carried out in chapter 1 suggests that phthon words originally conveyed a reduction or
diminution of a stream or supply to someone of something vital beneficial or desirable hence a suspension of generosity
