Northern Irish poets respond to a shared history of British colonization in their pastorals the 1921 partition of the country
caused the pastoral tradition to evolve differently on either side of the border primarily because of the North s more rapid
industrialization its more heavily Protestant population whose response to environmentalism was somewhat different than
that of the Republic s predominantly Catholic population as well the greater impact of the world wars and the Irish Troubles
