to at least 200 B C if not earlier It was abandoned by the Maya around 900 A D but its temples still tower over the jungle
floor today some are even taller than they were when they were first built Palenque Crown of the North is one of the most
critical sites in the Maya world Palenque was once a thriving city and capital of one of Mexico s most powerful states It
boasts some of the most impressive ruins on this list It was first discovered by a German explorer in 1719 while looking for a
site to build his own city The main pyramid at Palenque rises over 70 meters 230 ft into the air and its steps are steep enough
to pause even hardened explorers when climbing them There are also two smaller temples nearby and many smaller statues
