unceremonious as seen on the island of Hokkaido Through poisoning hired hunters and a bounty system one of the
archipelago s largest carnivores was systematically erased The story of wolf extinction exposes the underside of Japan s
modernization Certain wolf scientists still camp out in Japan to listen for any trace of the elusive canines The quiet they
experience reminds us of the profound silence that awaits all humanity when as the Japanese priest Kenko taught almost
