French ways Gradually the original refugees died moved away or surrendered to French culture by 1951 only 35 000 Russian
refugees remained in all of France The Russian exiles in Paris lived on the margins of history But though politically defeated
their struggle to defend what they saw as worthwhile Russian values their efforts to survive and their contributions to the life
of their country of refuge have something to say to a later age not least to their exiled grandchildren the current third wave
