society of small entrepreneurs to an interdependent impersonal corporate state Bush explores the use of the crowd as a
cultural metaphor one that sometimes connoted a fear of labor mobs and foreign born hordes in American cities and at other
times represented a more benign audience or market Through Lee s life Bush demonstrates the growing power of mass
persuasion in the early twentieth century and explores the cultural roots of our present day consumer society   The
