morris became a millionaire and was made a peer but he was generous with money and gave away over GBP30 000 000 in
his lifetime much of it to hospitals and other medical causes in which he had a deep interest He also financed the
establishment of Nuffield College Oxford which bears his title His name ceased to appear on motorcars after 1983 when
