Merleau Ponty assesses his previous findings and examines the emergence of the human body at the intersection of nature
and Logos This course contemporaneous with the working notes for The Visible and the Invisible allows us to observe the
evolution of that work as well as to revisit the research he had begun in Primacy of Perception In these traces a new reading
of Descartes a measured appreciation of Schelling an assessment of recent developments in the sciences both physical and
