displaying timber features mortuary deposits and unique artifacts are found widely distributed across the North American
Eastern Woodlands from the lower Mississippi Valley north to the Great Lakes These sites dating from 200 b c to a d 500
almost define the Middle Woodland period of the Eastern Woodlands Joseph Caldwell treated these sites as defining what he
termed the Hopewell Interaction Sphere which he conceptualized as mediating a set of interacting mortuary funerary cults
linking many different local ethnic communities In this new book A Martin Byers refines Caldwell s work coining the term
Hopewell Ceremonial Sphere to more precisely characterize this transregional sphere as manifesting multiple autonomous
cult sodalities of local communities affiliated into escalating levels of autonomous cult sodality heterarchies It is these cult
sodality heterarchies regionally and transregionally interacting and not their autonomous communities to which the
sodalities also belonged that were responsible for the Hopewellian assemblage and the heterarchies took themselves to be
performing not funerary but world renewal ritual ceremonialism mediated by the deceased of their many autonomous Middle
Woodland communities Paired with the cult sodality heterarchy model Byers proposes and develops the complementary
heterarchical community model This model postulates a type of community that made the formation of the cult sodality
heterarchy possible But Byers insists it was the sodality heterarchies and not the complementary heterarchical communities
that generated the Hopewellian ceremonial sphere Detailed interpretations and explanations of Hopewellian sites and their
contents in Ohio Illinois Indiana and Georgia empirically anchor his claims A singular work of unprecedented scope

the local holy places changed This change undermined not only religion but also the entire cultural identity Losing identity
also results in the loss of self esteem memory and the ability to shape the future Three parts comprise the book The first part
deals with the relationship between the Bon religion and the Kirat tradition This shows that Nepal s civilization is not only
the result of Aryan culture its roots are even older Words and language serve as evidence of this The second part is about
transformation and resistance From the Lichchavi period to Gorkha unification the Kirat identity was suppressed but not
completely lost Oral narratives old relics and community struggles show that even before Hinduism or Buddhism came local
communities had their own sacred geography The resistance of the Limbu community in particular shows that preserving
culture is not only about preserving songs it is also about protecting lives The third section is about colonial free thinking
This indicates that the contemporary native people are recovering their identities They are redefining their names in a fresh
and innovative manner Even other Limbs have started concentrating on Yakthung as an identity rather than Kirat Much has
been said about how this situation came up There are disagreements and debates A significant struggle exists in balancing
the preservation of a fundamental identity with the acceptance of a shared history The book attempts to discuss and conclude
the two ideas What makes this research special is not just facts but hidden emotions in it When the old people of the village
remembered the old songs or told them the customs they felt the pain of the injuries they had suffered The memory was not
just an individual but a collective wound As I wrote the author experienced a sense of not only conducting research but also
preserving cherished memories Ultimately this book stands on the foundation of both remembrance and solicitation The
history of Nepal is not only Aryan Hindu Buddhist or Christian but also that of indigenous peoples And the request is that we
