carpetbag that is to say the American ego Throughout the study Loving challenges the notion that American literature is
preponderately cultural work In the epilogue he packs up his own carpetbag and passes through the European customhouse
to find that American writers are more readily perceived as literary geniuses outside of their culture than within it
