dominated by French culture French language and French laws long after it was sold to the United States in 1803 In the
1760 s Virginians and Carolinians moving into the uplands and already pressing against the mountains began exploring
Tennessee and Kentucky After the Revolution this wave of transcontinental migration was renewed not only to Tennessee
and Kentucky but also to northeastern and coastal Georgia and leapfrogging lands in the Mississippi Territory still occupied
by the Indians to the banks of the lower Mississippi river Georgia and North Carolina enjoyed their greatest prosperity
during the heyday of the Greek Revival Mississippi and Alabama the two states carved from the historic Mississippi Territory
were settled by a third wave of immigration in the 1830 s that produced a surprising variety and quality of buildings in the
relatively brief period before the Civil War These books try to explore Southern architecture beyond the cliches The great
buildings of the Old South were created by outsiders and newcomers especially New Englanders whose contributions to
