Freud and while rejecting his ideas absorbed elements of psychology Some understood William James effort to accommodate
religion and modern ideas Although rejecting John Dewey s pragmatism fundamentalists found value in studying modern
philosophy They tapped a secular Enlightenment philosophy to defend their supernatural Christianity Between the wars they
even participated in the interest in Nietzsche Usually dismissed as fractious they rose above core differences and cooperated
