symbol to the Allies and Germans of American power and resolve This force competently accomplished the difficult task of
postwar occupation according to the highest international standards The US administration made the decision in 1922 to
radically cut back the size of Allen s army and in 1923 to remove all US troops from Germany The author analyzes this
