phonology For years second language learners have complained about their lack of vocabulary in their new language During
this time experts in our field did not give much importance to vocabulary However since the mid 1990s there has been a
renewed interest in research on second language vocabulary issues such as student needs teaching techniques learner
strategies incidental learning and vocabulary for specific purpose Today lexical knowledge is acknowledged to be central to
communicative competence and the acquisition and development of second language This study is probably the first
