era While male blues singers remained tethered to the role of blackface comedian female coon shouters acquired a more
dignified aura in the emergent persona of the blues queen Ma Rainey Bessie Smith and most of their contemporaries came
through this portal while others such as forgotten blues heroine Ora Criswell and her prot g Trixie Smith ingeniously
reconfigured the blackface mask for their own subversive purposes In 1921 black vaudeville activity was effectively
nationalized by the Theater Owners Booking Association T O B A In collaboration with the emergent race record industry T O
B A theaters featured touring companies headed by blues queens with records to sell By this time the blues had moved
beyond the confines of entertainment for an exclusively black audience Small time black vaudeville became something it had
