Lord Dunsany S. T. Joshi, 1995-03-23 The Irish writer Lord Dunsany 1878 1957 has suffered a regrettable decline in
critical esteem Although one of the most popular and critically acclaimed writers of the early 20th century he seems to have
fallen out of fashion with both the Irish critical community and with enthusiasts of fantasy literature But Dunsany was one of
