able to achieve a limited success by bringing about the Second Reconstruction of Georgia In the preface to this new edition
Drago surveys recent writing on Reconstruction and drawing upon his own research on black leadership in South Carolina
compares experiences in that state to those in Georgia It is time he says to give greater consideration to the role black
women played in shaping politics and to the emergence of a black conservative political tradition He also suggests that
